   The students interviewed the role 

model at each table they visited, and 

gathered  information on education, certification, internships, duties, and skills.  

They asked about which classes they might take in high school that would prepare 

them best for such a career.  Role models were asked for advice and why they 

chose their career. 

   This career exploration opportunity gives the students a chance to make adjust-

ments to their class schedule in 9th grade if necessary. 

   Eighth grade is a critical time for decision making.  Our role models participated 

in helping develop the future leaders  and business men and women of tomorrow.
